The Session has called a Congregational Meating on Sun-
day, July 19 following the 10am worship service. The purposs
of the meeting is to hear and vote on the session's racommen-
dation as foflows: to begin a process of reducing the number
of Elders elected each year from eight fo five and the number
of Deacons from fen to seven. This would be a three-year

| process, beginning with officers elected for the Class of 2012
Afer three yearly elections the Session would consist of fif-
teen Elders, currently twenty-four, and the Board of Daacons
would number bwenty-one, currently thirty.

- Atthe October 8, 2008, Session mesting 2 commitiee com-
posed of Elders Helen Lynde, Reggie Miller and Jimeny
Washburn was formed to study the work of the Board of Dea-
cons and the number of Ebders and Deacons currently serving

|on each board. This action was taken because the Officar

i MNominating Committae had difficulty filing the positions for the

Board of Deacons. Declining church membership, 640 mem-
bers on 12-31-98, 438 members on 12-31-08 could be a con-
nibuting factor. Alse, some cumently serving Deacons ques-
tioned whether they had enough responsibilites. Deacons

were asked to serve on the Committee. After Dr. Wilson ar-

rived he suggested that congregational mambers not senving

The Ad Hoc Visioning Commitiee, members listad above,
met five times, researching how other churches of similar size,
both in Coastal Carclina Presbytery and others presbyteries in
the denomination, structure their Boards and the number sery-
ing on those boards. Afler the third meeting three former Ses-
sion commitiees, Witness & Benevolence, New Member, and
Congregational Care were assigned to the Deacons and are
currently chaired by Deacons. Some other churches have
only one Board, called a Unicameral system. The Session,
after discussion at fwo meefings, is making the above recom-
mendaiion. The commitiee structure would remain the same.
Dieacons cumently serve as chair of Witness & Benevolence,
New Member, and Congregational Care committess. Elders
senve as chawr of the Administrative, Christian Education,
Property, Worship, and Stewardship & Budget commitiees.
Committees will be encouraged to ask members-at-ange to
serve on these committees thereby giving others an oppartu-
nity o participate in the mission of the church and be a mare
integral part of First Presbyterian, Sanford.
